Board Members Present: Mr. David Draisen, Rev. Dr. Rufus Mitchell, Ms. Brenda Bradberry, Mr. Mike Brock, Mr. Steve Garrison, Dr. Gary Burgess, Mr. Dale Martin, Mr. Joey Nimmer, Ex Officio

Call to Order: Mr. Draisen called the meeting to order. Rev. Dr. Mitchell gave the invocation after which everyone joined in the pledge of allegiance to the American Flag. 
Approval of Agenda: Ms. Bradberry made the motion to approve the agenda with the removal of Item 8. Rev. Dr. Mitchell seconded the motion with the revision and the Board members agreed unanimously.
Approval of Minutes—May 21, 2012 Meeting: Mr. Martin made the motion to approve the minutes of the May 21, 2012 meeting. Rev. Dr. Mitchell seconded the motion and the Board approved unanimously.
Recognition of Media and Patrons/Public Comment Period: Mr. Draisen welcomed visitors:   Dr. Lee D’Andrea. and Mr. Larry Young.
Consideration of Anderson School District Four Bond Issue: Dr. Burgess made the motion to approve the Anderson School District Four Bond Issue. In answer to Ms. Bradberry’s request to explain the purpose of the bond, Dr. D’Andrea explained the bond will be for preventive maintenance. Dr. D’Andrea stated the goal of the District Four Board is to keep the millage rate steady at 40 mills. Mr. Young stated of the $450,000 money, $50,000 would go to QZAP, Qualified Zone Academy Payment, which it does yearly. That money goes into an escrow account with Regions Bank who pays the loan for District Four. Dr. D’Andrea informed the Board that utilities were down this year because of a mild winter making it possible to do additional painting at Riverside Middle School. Mr. Draisen called for a vote and the Board members all agreed to pass the School District Four Bond Issue. 
Consideration of Anderson School District Three TAN: Ms. Bradberry moved that the consideration of Anderson School District Three TAN be postponed until the end of the meeting. Everyone was in agreement to postpone the consideration. 

Consideration of Anderson School District Five Trustee Replacement: Mr. Nimmer reported the recommendation made by Anderson School District Five for trustee replacement for a four month period is Mr. Jack Anderson. Ms. Bradberry made the motion to appoint Mr. Jack L. Anderson to take his son’s place on the Anderson School District Five Board of Trustees. Rev. Dr. Mitchell seconded the motion and the Board approved unanimously.
Anderson County Alternative School Report: Mr. Draisen was impressed with the Alternative School graduation ceremony of two students graduating this year. The graduates were from Pendleton High School and Wren High School. 
Administrator’s Report: 
A. There will be a dinner at Tucker’s Restaurant in honor of the two retirees, Ellen Davis and Pat Smith, leaving employment with the County Board. The dinner will be held Monday, June 25, 2012 at 6:00 p.m.
B. The Legislative Delegation is tentatively scheduled to consider budgets for the Anderson County Board of Education and the Anderson County Alternative School at the Ronnie Townsend Building on June 28th.at 6:00 p.m. 

C. There will be four seats up for the County Board this fall as follows: 

a. Seat 2, Mr. Steve Garrison

b. Seat 7, Mr. David Draisen

c. Seat 8, Ms. Brenda Bradberry

d. Seat 9, Rev. Dr. Rufus Mitchell

e. Filing will open at noon on August 1, 2012, and close on August 15, 2012. 

D. The Conference Committee met last week and again on June 18, 2012, but no agreement was reached concerning the Appropriations Bill. The Tax Credit Bill passed the House but failed in the Senate. 
Financial: 

A. Tax Collections YTD vs. Budget: Mr. Nimmer informed the Board that collections are fairly consistent with the exception of Anderson School District One. This is due to adjusted fee schedules during the current year. Money was budgeted as Ad Valorem taxes but money is being received in the form of fees with no way to offset this, because the fee revenue is lower than the tax revenue would be. 
B. Assessment Totals: Mr. Nimmer reported a slight increase again between the end of April, 2012, and end of May. The value of a mill increased countywide $272. This continued a trend of increasing assessed value for several months. 
Old Business: Mr. Nimmer informed the Board the mental health counselors are done for the summer. The appraisal of the building for a little over $200,000 has been completed. Mr. Nimmer said he is meeting with the city for discussion in July. The city assured Mr. Nimmer they did not intend to tear down the building but, if acquired, plan to use the building as an office space for their maintenance division. Mr. Nimmer suggested that appointing an Ad Hoc Property Committee from  Board members may be needed for making future decisions. The $1200 paid to the South Carolina Department of Transportation is for the Pendleton golf team, the Palmetto softball team, and the Hannah girls’ soccer team state championships. The Department of Transportation’s policy is two signs per championship. There was a brief discussion of the cost of advertising for the new positions to be filled at the County Board.  
A. ADM Accounts Payable: 
SFS Accounts Payable: Ms. Bradberry made the motion to pay the ADM and SFS accounts payable. Dr. Burgess seconded the motion and the Board agreed unanimously.
